1. Registration:  Entries must be received by August 20, 2010. $25 late fee if received 8/21/11 thru 8/28/11. 

2. Medical: All Michigan llamas and alpacas require a health certificate dated after June 4, 2011. Out of state animals must have a health certificate dated after August 3, 2011. Non-breeder animals must be accompanied by a registration or veterinarian certificate verifying the animals is a gelding, a vasectomized male, or a spayed or non-reproductive female. As of this printing, out-of-state animals are NOT required to have a negative test for Brucellosis.

3. This show is sanctioned by ALSA and ILR. The show will run according to rules/guidelines in the ALSA 16th edition Handbook. Not all rules/guidelines are listed on this form. Be sure to read the ALSA handbook.

4. Entries must be made in the name of the animal and owner as matched to the registration papers, or with a “permission to show” form. Include copies of registration papers, and ALSA membership card (if entering the ALSA show) with all entries.
5. All alpacas entered in the show must be registered by The Alpaca Registry, Inc. (ARI) or Canadian Livestock Records Corporation (CLRC). All llamas 5 months and older entered in approved classes, must be registered or have passed screening with the International Lama Registry (ILR) or the Canadian Livestock Record Corporation (CLRC). Exceptions are animals entered only in youth classes, performance, and Non-breeder classes with a vet certificate. 
6. Age Limits: Sub Junior – 7 years and under; Youth Junior – 8 thru 11 years; Youth Intermediate – 12 thru 14 years; Youth Senior – 15 thru 18. (Youth division age is determined by the youth’s age on January 1, 2010, or on the date a youth becomes 8 years of age.) Youth under age 8 may not show an intact male. It is recommended that youth from 8-12   do not show intact males over 24 mos. of age. No llamas less than 5 months of age may be entered in any class.

7.  Halter Classes: Age as of the first day of the show
a. Juvenile – 5 months through 12 months (9/4/10 thru 4/3/11)

b. Yearling – 12 months through 24 months (9/4/09  thru 9/3/10)

c. Two Year Old – 24 months through 36 months (9/4/08 thru 9/3/09)

d. Adult – 36 months and older (born on or before (9/3/08)

8. Llama wool description and group classes (Please enter your llamas in the appropriate wool divisions as outlined below. No wool class changes made at the show except by the judges)

                     a.    Suri – Lustrous, cool hand, lack of crimp and minimal loft, locked fiber that drapes over the llama’s body.
b.     Light – Minimal body wool, short neck wool with smooth legs.
c.     Medium – Moderate to long body wool, minimal to moderate neck wool, smooth to moderate and leg wool.

d.     Heavy – Abundant body and neck wool with minimal to abundant leg wool. (leg wool at least to knee and hock).

e.     Miniature llamas – ALSA animals must be 38” or less at the withers. ILR animals Juv. 35” max, Yearling  36”       
max. 2Yr. 37”max. Mature 38” max. Measurements to be made at check in. As of Jan 1, 2011, must be AMLA 
registered for ALSA show.
f     Produce of Dam – Two offspring by the same dam, either sex, and produce may represent the same sire. Produce  

       must be shown in appropriate halter class. One entry per dam.

g      Get-of-Sire – Three offspring by the same sire, either sex, by at least two different dams. All “Get” must be 
        shown in appropriate halter class. One entry per sire.

If you do not own the dam or sire, bring written permission from the owner for you to show in “Produce-of-Dam” or “Get-of-Sire”


Alpaca Color Groups: (Color groups to be divided as entries warrant)
a. Dark Solid – Black, and dark brown   
b. Medium Solid – Med. Brown, Lt. Brown, dark, med and light fawn
c. Light Solid – White, Beige

d. Gray/Mixed - all gray, multi color, pinto and fancy

9. Performance Classes:  Handlers may enter twice. An animal can only go through a course one time, Youth, Novice, Advanced or Master. Youth may exhibit only one entry per youth class. To qualify for Youth Performance Champion, the youth must show in Obstacle, PR, and Pack and MUST USE THE SAME ANIMAL in all three classes. Youth must show a different animal if entering Novice, Advanced, or Master classes.

10. Youth Judging: Carefully read the ALSA handbook for rules. Age categories are based on age as of Jan 1, 2011.
11. There are no staple length requirements to be in the alpaca full fleece classes, however they must have 3 months growth, so need to have been sheared before June 3, 2011. Those sheared after June 3 will show in shorn classes.
12. Huacaya and Suri alpacas shall be shown in individual and separate classes for intact male and female halter classes. 

13. Nursing llama or alpaca mothers shall not be accompanied in the ring by their babies.

14. Ribbons to 6th place for all halter classes, and payback (entries permitting) for top 3 places.

15. Show management reserves the right to combine or divide classes based on number of entries.
